CALL TO ORDER

Mr. Dwayne Mitchell, President of the Board of Trustees, announced that a quorum was present and called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

HEAR FROM PATRONS OR STAFF

· Mr. Belger informed the Board of the High School art students doing well at the Visual Arts Scholastic Event (VASE) contest in    
Houston.  Jose Ibarra, Brody Hargrove and Blanca Valtierra advanced to the state contest from 24,000 regional entries.  Jose                
Ibarra received a perfect score of 40 and a gold medal for his self-portrait painting.

Approved consent items as follows:

1. Minutes of the Regular Meeting of March 8, 2010 and the Called Meeting of April 1, 2010.

A step-by-step process was demonstrated showing how a parent can maneuver the site and access information.  Mr. Belger said this is a “read only site” and is secure. Approved the Certification of Unopposed Candidates for the Spearman ISD School Board Election.  The unopposed candidates are Bob Boxwell, Dr. Mark Garnett and Will Jarvis.

Approved the Order of Cancellation of the Spearman ISD School Board Election scheduled for May 8, 2010.

Approved the 2010-2011 Instructional Calendar for Spearman ISD as recommended by the District Education Improvement Committee.  The calendar has 179 instructional days and 8 staff development days for a total of 187 days.  Mr. Sumner said that he would be posting this calendar on the web site shortly.

Approved the Expedited State Waiver allowing the District to provide one day of Staff Development in lieu of one day of student instruction and Expedited State Waiver allowing the District to have five days of early dismissal for the 2010-2011 Instructional Calendar.

Approved the contract with InterQuest Canine Service for the 2010-2011 school year at the same cost as this school year.

Awarded the property and casualty insurance for the 2010-2011 school year (starting May 1, 2010) to Brock Insurance Agency.

Approved the revisions to the Advanced Academic Services (GT Plan) as presented.

Discussed open enrollment in Pre-Kindergarten and staffing and classroom space requirements for the 2010-2011 school year.     Mr. Hanna said that preliminary numbers only indicate approximately 25 qualifying students for next year; however, we have not had the official Pre-K Round-up.  Mr. Hanna was asked to try to find out the number of those who do not qualify that would be interested in attending Pre-K next year and to bring those numbers back for further discussion at the May Board Meeting.

Discussed the drawing by Stephen Butler for the High School marquee, which would include the high school sign from the old high school building.  The Board directed Mr. Sumner to obtain prices from Mr. Butler for the May Board Meeting.

Mr. Sumner updated the Board on the work of the School Health Advisory Council (SHAC).  The committee has a mandatory requirement to meet four times a year and to submit a report to the Board of Trustees in June.  The committee met last week and had guest speakers from Worth the Wait program.  The committee discussed the program and came to the conclusion that it meets the community standards and values.  The SHAC will recommend this program to the Board of Trustees to implement  for the 2010-2011 school year.

The student enrollment of Spearman I.S.D. is 808 as of April 12, 2010, which is the same as the March 8th report.  The campus enrollment is as follows:  Elementary – 441, Junior High – 146 and High School – 221.

The Substitute Teacher report was provided for the period of February 15 – March 12, 2010.  The cost for this period was  $11,326.17 with a yearly total of $65,500.68.

Stephen Rodman, Athletic Director, updated the Board on the spring sports in which athletes are competing very well.
