· Approved the recommendation to advertise for an assistant band director for the junior high and high school.

· Mr. Sumner reviewed the application for federal funding (Title programs) and provided time for public comments by those present at the meeting.

· Mr. Belger provided a year-end report of the student random drug testing program for 7th – 12th grade students involved in extra-curricular activities.  He stated that this program has been successful and has made a difference by giving kids a chance to say no.  A total of 587 tests were conducted during the school year with zero screens positive.

· Mr. Belger provided a tour of the remodeling project of the principal’s office and the counselor’s office at the high school campus.

· The Board authorized the purchase of furniture for the high school principal’s office and the counselor’s office.

· The Board authorized Mr. Sumner to advertise for bid proposals for work on paving of the north student parking lot and to bring those back to the July Board Meeting.
