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REGULAR MEETING

                  
The School Health Advisory Council met on May 25, 2011, at 4:00 p.m. in the High School Library.

MEMBERS PRESENT

Present at the meeting were: Todd Baird, Krista Baird (guest), Linda Winegarner, Kristi Jarvis, Carla Willimon, Kenny Eudy, Crystal Dockery, Tami Hargrove, Tami Kunlesman, Misty Williams, Chad Wilkerson and Rodney Sumner.  
DISCUSSION & ACTION ITEMS
· The minutes from the March 9, 2011, meeting were reviewed and approved as presented.
· Mr. Sumner introduced Denise Blackburn (Elementary Cafeteria Manager) as the newest member of the SHAC.   Mrs. Blackburn spoke of the summer feeding program and said that anyone from infant to 18 years old is entitled to a free breakfast and lunch at the elementary school basically during the month of June.  She added that these students do not have to meet any qualifications. 
· Mr. Sumner said he was hoping to have the post survey of the Worth the Wait Program done for the SHAC to review; however, we will not get the results until sometime in July.  He added that with the potential budget cuts we need to be able to provide the Board of Trustees a recommendation on whether or not to keep the program for the 2011-2012 school year.  A review of the program was conducted:  (1) pre-post surveys were administered (measuring changes of attitude and understanding, etc.), (2) medical presentation provided at both JH/HS, (3) National speaker (Keith Davis) spoke to 6th- 12th grade, and (4) lessons taught from 6th- 12th grade (every grade level emphasized good choices, boundaries, etc.).  The only criticism was that the high school was not provided their lessons until late in the fall and did not get started as early as they would have liked.  No one present had received any complaints about the program.  It was explained that was due to the program representing community values.  Another comment was that it would be a negative effect to drop the program after one year.  The consensus of the committee was that the program was making head-way, and it was their recommendation to continue to program for the 2011-2012 school year.

· Coach Baird spoke about the Diabetes Walk and said it was a component of the CATCH program.  He said they had 100% at the JH and 98% at the elementary school.  All together they raised over $2700 for the Diabetes Association.
· Coach Baird said that the FitnessGram had been completed and the results reported to TEA.  He said the results will be made available to parents to determine whether or not their child is in the health zone or not!
· A requirement of the SHAC is to provide the Board of Trustees with an annual report of their yearly activities.  A DRAFT document was used as a template.  The committee updated this document.  Mr. Sumner said that it will be presented to the Board of Trustees at the June board meeting.

· The committee reviewed the required health postings and made changes where necessary.  Mr. Sumner said that this document would be posted on the District’s web site.
· All present were asked to complete and return a copy of the “School Health Advisory Council Self-Assessment.”   Mr. Sumner said that he will tally the results, and the SHAC will review this data in the fall and use it as areas to focus their attention during the 2011-2012 school year.

· Mr. Sumner and Mrs. Jarvis thanked everyone for their involvement on the SHAC committee and said that this was the last meeting of the school year.
