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REGULAR MEETING

                  
The School Health Advisory Council met on December 6, 2010, at 4:00 p.m. in the High School Library.

MEMBERS PRESENT

DISCUSSION & ACTION ITEMS
· The minutes from the May 19, 2010, meeting were reviewed and approved as presented.

· Junior High Counselor Tami Hargrove provided an update on the implementation of Worth the Wait at the Junior High and High School campuses.   She said that the required medical presentation was provided to high school students during the Choices and Consequences presentation on November 3, 2010.  In addition, the high school English teachers, Krista Baird, Tami Hargrove and Edward Beck received their program implementation training.       She said that the high school 10th-12th grade is scheduled for implementation in January through English classes with Krista Baird providing the program to the 9th grade during health and speech classes.    Tami said at the junior high that Edward Beck was teaching a new 12 week curriculum, and 7th grade would be pulled out of their computer class next semester for their program material. She added that she would be providing the instruction at the 8th grade level via 6 lessons during the Teen Leadership class.
· Mrs. Hargrove said that a pre-survey was administered to all 6th-12th grade students at the beginning of the school year with a post survey planned at the end of the year in order to evaluate the overall effectiveness of the program (delayed sexual activity and promoted abstinence).  
· Cindy Blackman provided an update on the Choices and Consequences Program held on November 3, 2010.               She said that day was spent rotating thru the following presentations:  TEAM Impact; Sexual Harassment/Date Rape; Teen Laws, Drinking/Driving; STD’s/Texting & Bullying; and Teen Smoking.  She indicated that there were some scheduling problems and that the student evaluations indicated that the students missed not having more hands-on activities.  She added that the TEAM Impact Program (which was held on all three campuses) was a huge success and that the students really enjoyed this activity!  Cindy said that she wanted to thank Cargill Incorporated for sponsoring TEAM Impact and for their donation of $2500 toward this activity.

· A question was raised about the students’ reaction to the Worth the Wait Program.  It was suggested that especially at the junior high level that something be sent home to let the parents know what is being discussed so that the parents can continue that discussion at home.

· The next part of Choices & Consequences will be on January 12, 2011.  There will be breakout sessions during the day and an assembly for students in grades 7-12 on driving and texting provided by Jeanne Brown from Wellman, Texas who lost her daughter in a car accident. 
· Linda Winegarner said that Mrs. Jo Ann Eudy from the ESC 16 had indicated to her that she wants to attend as many SHAC meetings at various schools in the Panhandle that she can and wants to make a presentation to the committee on the school health index.  
· A question came up regarding the school’s voluntary random drug testing program.  The question was how many students from 7th grade to high school are participating in the program.  Mr. Sumner said that he would bring that information back to the SHAC at our next meeting.
· It was suggested that members of the SHAC attend some of the breakout sessions at the junior high on                   January 12th and that the next meeting of the SHAC be held on that same day at 3:00 p.m. in the junior high library.
